The next morning, Estelle is naked in bed, but keeps herself covered with a
sheet. Nothing is really visible. Later she is seen in just a button-down shirt
that barely covers her hips. She is standing in profile though, so nothing is
really visible.

The bar
Charlie is missing, and his friends are worried. Shepherd says it’s too early to
worry, because Charlie ‘has women stashed all over the place.’

The arctic plain
Charlie is attempting to hunt birds...with a gun

Charlie finds himself in a mysterious shelter after he is swarmed by flying
insects. He looks over and sees a female bathing in the river. He is not
seeing clearly, apparently, because the shot is blurry, and nothing is clearly
visible of her.

Another racial slur: ‘huskies.” A search party lands — looking for Charlie —
lands at a spot that was an Inuit fishing spot. One member of the party then
refers to the Inuit as ‘huskies.’

Eventually she gets one by
the neck, yanks it out of it’s hole (which is shown), and proceeds to bludgeon
it to death (which is not shown).

Charlie is bathing in a river and Kanaalaq takes his clothes to mend them.
He, protesting her taking his clothes, is shouting as he stands up. He covers
his crotch with his hands. Nothing seen.

The bar
Shepherd tells Estelle that Charlie is most likely dead. She is fairly upset.

The Arctic plain

Charlie and Kanaalaq find a small plane that has crashed. As Charlie is
rummaging through the wreckage, he pulls off an outside panel of the plane,
and out tumbles a skeleton.

Charlie and Kanaalaq find a herd of reindeer (?) and hunt them with spears.
On two instances, Charlie impales one. The last bit of the sequence shows
Charlie driving his spear into one, and then wrestling it to the ground and
delivering a final blow.

71 min Elated at their success, Charlie and Kanaalaq begin taking apart said catches
and eating some of the freshly killed animal as well. There is some blood and
gore.

73 —75:20 Charlie has a monologue about his experiences in ‘the war;’ during this
monologue, Kanaalaq is seen skinning a carcass.

84 — 84:20 min Kanaalaq gets violently ill as she and Charlie are hiking along. Blood

is seen coming out of her nose and mouth.

‘Mitchell Stephens,’” a lawyer who pursues a class-action lawsuit on behalf of members
of a small town, after a school bus accident which kills many of the town’s children.
‘Zoe’ is Mitchell’s estranged, drug-addict daughter.

‘Allison’ is an old friend of Zoe’s who Mitchell meets on a plane as he goes to see Zoe.
‘Risa & Wendell,” and son ‘Sean.’ Residents, Risa is cheating on Wendell with ‘Billy.’
Sean dies in the accident.

‘Billy’ and his children ‘Jessica’ & ‘Mason.’ Residents, Billy’s children are killed in the
accident.

‘Mary’ & ‘Sam’ and daughter ‘Nicole.” Residents, Sam & Nicole have an incestuous
relationship. Nicole is hurt in the accident.

‘Delores’ & ‘Abbott.” Town residents, Delores was the driver of the school bus.

‘Wanda & Hartley Otto’, and son ‘Bear,’ are residents of the town. Bear dies in the
accident.

Scenes:

2 mins A bedroom
A man and woman (we later find out to be Mitchell, his wife and a very young
Zoe) are sleeping. Zoe pulls down the sheet in her sleep, to mostly expose
her mother’s breast though it’s not clearly visible.

4 mins A seedy alleyway, Zoe calls her father from a payphone as a drug deal goes

down in the background.

15 mins 50  Risa & Wendell’s living room, Wendell talks about ‘Charleen’s’ promiscuity,

saying: “She’d go down for a pat on the head and a handful of peanuts.”

17 mins As Mitchell takes a phone call, Risa and Wendell argue in the background.

Wendell tells his wife to ‘shut up’ repeatedly.

26 mins 30  Outside Risa & Wendell’s home/Billy’s car — a phone call — Risa and Billy

make plans to meet up that night; Risa is cheating on Wendell with Billy.

34 mins Airplane, Mitchell talks about his daughter with Allison, and mentions that

she’s a drug-addict, with a history of prostitution.

42 mins A motel room, Risa and Billy meet up. She removes her coat to reveal that

she is only wearing a bra and panties underneath.

44 mins 30  Risa and Billy are kissing on a bed. He removes her panties, but nothing is

seen.

A room in Billy’s home, Nicole, after reading a story to Billy’s kids (she’s
babysitting) removes her pants and pulls her t-shirt down to cover herself.

An abandoned-looking building — after picking Nicole up from babysitting,
Sam takes his daughter to said building. Nicole and Sam share a lover’s kiss
on a bed of hay, surrounded by candles, as a prelude to an incestuous
episode (not shown).

A snowy mountain road — the school bus accident. The bus skids off the road,
down a hill and on to a frozen lake where it promptly becomes partially
submerged. Children are heard to be audibly distressed and screaming.

A non-descript room — Mitchell’s wife is seen breastfeeding a young Zoe as
part of Mitchell’s story to Allison about how Zoe almost died as a 3 year old.

A downward shot of young Zoe — Mitchell’s story continues. Young Zoe looks
up at a knife that Mitchell might need to use to perform an emergency
operation on her as they rush to the hospital

The scene of the accident — Billy, visibly upset, looks at accident scene, and it
shown ID’ing a body (which isn’'t shown). A blanket is than shown to be
placed over the body he just identified (though the body is never visible).
There are sounds of hysterical crying and rescue vehicles, with a rescue
scene in the background.

At the wreckage of the bus — Mitchell meets Billy to talk about the accident
and lawsuit. Billy threatens Mitchell with a severe beating.

A phone booth — Zoe tells Mitchell she has AIDS. She tried to sell her blood
and they wouldn’t accept it, which is how she finds out.

Deposition room — Nicole’s deposition on the accident. She lies about what
happened in order to help Billy.
